CAC – may be awarded to the first-placed and excellent qualified male and female in the following classes: Intermediate, Open, Working Dogs, and Champion class. 

Res. CAC –  may be awarded to the second-placed and excellent qualified male and female in the following  classes: Intermediate, Open, Working Dogs, and Champion class. 

The awarding of the titles CAJC, CAC and Res. CAC is not obligatory.

Best Puppy –  may be awarded to the first-placed very promising male or female in the Baby class and in the Puppy class.

Best veteran – may be awarded to the first-placed and excellent qualified male or female in the veteran class.
Club Winner Male/ Female – may be  awarded to the first-placed male and female which have already won CAC in their respective classes (Intermediate, Open, Working Dogs and Champion class). The awarding of thist title is not obligatory.

Club Junior Winner Male/ Female – is awarded to one of the first-placed male and to one of the first-placed female from the Youth classes. The awarding of thist title is not obligatory.

BOB – is awarded to the first-placed dog from the following group: CAJC male and CAJC female, Winner of Special Show male and female, and first-placed and excellent qualified male and female from the Veteran class.

All dogs and bitches are eligible within the age limit required for the respective class at least one day before the show date. 

ENTRY FEES for foreign exhibitors:

Each dog entered into the Youth, Intermediate, Open, Working Dogs, and Champion class – 30 euro (or 750 Kč).

Second and another dog of the same owner – 25 euro ( or 600 Kč)

Each dog entered into the Baby, Puppy, and Veteran classes – 20 euro (or 500 Kč).

Veterinary conditions:

1. Upon presentation, the dog’s vaccination card or passport must be shown with the proof of the following vaccinations: rabies, distemper, inf. hepatitis and leptospirosis of min. 21days prior and max. 1 year prior the show.

2. Clinical inspection of the dog’s health condition is no longer required.

Application guidelines

Please fill out the entry forms on a typewriter or use block letters. One form per dog. Illegible applications will be returned. Discount for multiple dogs may be claimed only if the name of the handler is identical with the first form. Each additional change on the second form, i.e. co-ownership, shall be considered a new application and the full fee will apply. Organizers shall not be liable for incorrectly completed entry forms. Should a photocopy of completed performance trial (certificate) or champion not be enclosed with the application, the dog will be placed in the open class. Photocopies shall not be returned.

Only one application per dog per class. Changing classes after deadline shall not be possible.

Upon receipt of the application, the exhibitor is subject to all FCI show rules. The exhibitor grants his/her permission to have their address published in the show catalogue.

To be eligible for the respective class, the dog must have completed the applicable trial before the date of the application. The organizer shall not be liable for any undelivered applications. 

General provisions:

All dogs and bitches are eligible if their breeds are entered in the FCI studbooks and are within the age limit required for the respective class at least one day before the show date. The organizer shall not be liable for any damages caused by the dog or the exhibitor or for the dog’s death or loss. Roaming of unleashed dogs shall not be permitted. Dogs with tendencies to bite shall wear muzzles. Dogs with cropped ears shall not be admitted or judged at the show. (In compliance with the Animal Protection Law No. 246/1992 and No. 77/2004). Bitches in heat, highly pregnant bitches, breastfeeding bitches and individuals who have undergone surgery to cosmetically alter the dog’s appearance shall not be eligible 

Unless otherwise specified, the provisions of the FCI international show rules and ČMKU rules shall apply. Should the show be cancelled due to objective reasons, all collected fees shall be used to cover show expenses. Bringing puppies and their sale at the venue shall not be permitted. 

Complaints:

Objections against any decisions made by a judge shall not be permissible. However, formal complaints concerning violation of show rules and provisions may be filed. Such complaint must be submitted in writing and accompany a deposit of CZK 500 as surety during the duration of the show. If the complaint is found to be unjustified, this surety will be handed over to the organizer of the show.
